a) Professional Politics

Overregulation of the profession by the authorities. Example: The Swiss health authorities want to implement a
quality contract. Dentists should be obliged to show and prove how they improve the quality in their daily
practice. The negotiations between SSO and the authorities started one year ago and are still ongoing.

d) Insurance System

Negotiations with insurance for accidents have been a big concern in 2024. The accident insurances cancelled
the existing tariff by end of 2023 and a new system had to be renegotiated and implemented by beginning of
2025. This implementation wasn't easy, dental software had to be adapted and dentists needed to learn to use
the new system.

In Switzerland patients pay dental treatments out of their pocket’s in more than 90% of the cases. Exceptions
are accidents, disabilities or social welfare. Swiss Dental association supports this system, in which insurances
can not interfere in the patient - dentist relation.
